Dynes isn’t the only California Lottery player with something to
celebrate. Janie Torres won the top prize of $1 million playing a Show Me $1,000,000 Scratchers
game. That lucky ticket was sold at Village Liquor & More on Holman Road in Stockton.
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Wendy Ake Bautista also scored $1 million after winning the top prize on an Xtreme Multiplier
Scratchers. It was purchased at Los Primos Gift Shop in San Francisco.

Carl Phillips became an instant millionaire after winning the top prize of $1 million, playing a Diamond
8’s Scratchers. He bought his winning ticket at Fast & Easy Mart in Livermore.

Rounding out California Lottery’s newest millionaires is lvan Gonzalez Gamboa. He also won a top
prize of $1 million, playing a Cloud 9 Scratchers. He bought his winning ticket at SBC Liquors on
Grimmer Blvd. in Fremont (Alameda County).

The California Lottery’s mission is to provide supplemental funding to California public schools, including
kindergarten and grades 1-12, community colleges, the California State University, the University of California,
and other California public educational entities.
